
H1N1 - What You Need to Know 

absences without a doctorôs note may 

be unavoidable by students and fac-

ulty alike.  The collegeôs administra-

tion is drafting an official statement 

regarding attendance, so be on the 

lookout for that notice. 

  The Pennsylvania Department of 

Health has identified HACC as an 

H1N1 vaccine point and the college 

has ordered 13,000 doses of the vac-

cine.  Additionally, in October, the 

seasonal flu vaccine will be available 

on campus, to add an additional layer 

of health security.  Mr. Crawley, 

while emphasizing that the inocula-

tions are completely voluntary, 

stresses that they are important to 

prevent flu viruses from mutating to a 

more dangerous form. 

  Overall, Mr. Crawley doesnôt want 

anyone to panic about this flu season.  

While those with medical complica-

tions, and the very young, may need 

to take extra precautions, the rest of 

us simply need to follow good hy-

giene practices and use some good  

common sense.

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  News about the H1N1 virus, or 

swine flu, is everywhere ï and itôs 

getting harder and harder to distin-

guish between fact and hyperbole.  I 

had the opportunity, this week, to 

speak with Todd Crawley, HACCôs 

Director of Health and Safety, about 

what our campuses are doing to pro-

tect staff and students. 

  HACC has implemented a college 

wide pandemic plan.  This plan out-

lines procedures and the responsibili-

ties of different departments and indi-

viduals if an outbreak should occur.  

Currently the college stands at Phase 

I which heightens awareness and 

alerts those with roles in the plan to 

be prepared for Phase II.  Phase II 

begins when there is a confirmed case 

of H1N1.  During this phase, flu oc-

currences are closely monitored and 

if a widespread outbreak should oc-

cur, Phase III, which involves cam-

pus closures, is considered. 

  Additionally, Mr. Crawley has been 

in conversation with faculty regard-

ing attendance policies.  Because the 

CDC has recommended isolation 

from an individualôs onset of symp-

toms until they are 24 hours symptom 

free, many doctorôs offices are asking 

their patients not to come in for flu 

symptoms that are not severe.  Addi-

tionally, Emergency Rooms are 

warning patients that visiting their 

facilities, for reasons other than those 

that are truly emergent, could be bad 

for their health as they could leave 

with the H1N1 virus (if they didnôt 

already have it).  For these reasons, 

Follow  the CDCôs simple, common sense tips 

to keep yourself healthy this flu season.
