According to the Bureau of 

Justice statistics, the highest 

rate of domestic violence 

occurs among women ages 

16-24.  In fact, nearly a third 

of all college students are, at 

one time or another, victims 

of domestic violence.  

Young couples are particu-

larly vulnerable to domestic 

violence when they have 

had few encounters with 

good relationship role mod-

els.  Frustrations within the 

relationship, coupled with 

the stress of school and 

other commitments, can 

quickly escalate into pat-

terns of abuse.

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Re-released this month comes a 

Playstation 2 gem for the PSP, 

Disgaea 2: Dark Hero Days. At 

first, the re-release doesnôt appear 

to offer much to those who bought 

the original. The main story of the 

game, the plight of Adell, the last 

human in his world, and his quest 

to defeat Overlord Zenon, the de-

mon responsible for turning hu-

mans into demons, is virtually the 

same as the original. However, 

once the game is beaten, an extra 

story mode is unlocked with a new 

main character: the Dark Hero 

Axel, a character that is encoun-

tered during the man gameôs story 

several times. Axelôs story func-

tions as a prequel to the main game 

and, by itself, is a great reason to 

buy the game even if you have 

played the original. 

In terms of game play, Dark Hero 

Days retains most of its original, 

tactical elements while adding new 

features that appeared in Disgaea 

3. New features include: throwing 

and catching teammates, turning 

monster allies into weapons, an 

extra boss, new characters, and 

new character classes. The Dark 

Assembly, a demon senate which 

you must stand before to pass bills, 

also returns with new bills that can 

be passed to make the game either 

easier or harder. 

I would recommend Disgaea 2 

Dark Hero Days to anyone looking 

for a challenging video game. 

However, if you didnôt like the 

original, I doubt the original has 

much to offer you.
